*Vault toilets are available at Devil's Orchard, Caves Area,
Tree Molds and at the Lava Flow Campground (.2 mile from
trailhead).
* Lava Flow Campground is open for walk-in campers.
Backcountry camping is permitted at Devil's Orchard, the
Caves and Tree Molds parking areas or within the Wilderness
Area. Permits are required for all backcountry camping and
may be obtained at the Visitor Center (8AM-4:30PM, Closed
on winter holidays).
* No motorized vehicles or pets are allowed on trails.
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
